	Who is at risk?

	Review & revise.
What has changed that needs to be thought about and controlled?

	A hazard is something that may cause harm or damage.
The risk is the harm that may occur from the hazard.

	For example: young people,
adult volunteers, 
visitors
	Controls are ways of making the activity safer by removing or reducing the risk.  
For example, you may use a different piece of equipment, or you might change the way you do the activity.
	Keep checking throughout the activity in case you need to change what you’re doing or even stop the activity.

Hazard: fire

	Entering Leaving the building in case of emergency

	     All
	Ensure everyone is aware of all exits and fire exits in the building. Ensure that fire exits are not blocked and are useable. Exits are to kept clear in the Marquee.
	     

	Slips, trips and falls and bumps


	All
	Check floor is clear of obstacles and spills that are likely to increase risk of tripping, slipping, or injury.
Ensure all wires are safely place and not a trip hazard. Ensure children are instructed to sit on chairs, no climbing, or swinging on two legs.
Ensure Young people are reasonable spaced out.
	     

	Allergies/Dietary requirements
	All
	Ensure you are aware of anyone with allergy or specific dietary restrictions, should be marked on wristband.
	     

	Behaviour
	All
	Explain the rules clearly at the start of the game. Monitor the mood level throughout the game. Use a clear communication to stop the game. Have at least two leaders: one to control the game, one to monitor the room generally.
	     

	Sensory overload
	All
	Ensure Leaders are to be vigilant of anyone who may need help if upset, if area is over-crowded/too loud they are taken to one side. If need calming suggest the alternative activities or safe space.
