Players are not to throw at other people (or animals) – throw at the targets only 
	No further revision considered necessary at this time.


	Injury from the local area

	The leader in charge is to assess for any specific hazards on the ground (uneven ground / tree roots etc) and identify any risks; cordoning off or warning participants of the presence as appropriate 
If frisbees land in area where there may be risk of nettles or other hazardous natural growth, leaders to ensure participants do not retrieve the frisbees themselves but this is dealt with by a leader as appropriate 
	No further revision considered necessary at this time.


	Review due:      
A risk assessment needs reviewing if circumstances change but also schedule regular reviews to ensure they are current, perhaps every 12 months? The review must include a detailed look at each element of the risk assessment in order to establish if any change is required.
