Split loads down to smaller bits if possible.

	Check that the tools and equipment provided are in good enough condition, appropriate for the planned activity, and the right size for everyone taking part. 
Make sure there’s enough space between participants.

Use Child Safe Scissors. 
All scissors to be counted out and in for each activity session. 
	

	Paper cuts
	All present
	Unavoidable. 
	

	Beads/pen tops – risk of choking

	Cuts/stab wounds from sharp points – on metallic pipe cleaners & cellotape dispenser
	All present
	Adult supervision at all times
