	What could go wrong?
What hazard have you identified?
What are the risks from it?
	Who is at risk?
	What are you going to do about it?
How are the risks already controlled?
What extra controls are needed?
How will they be communicated to young people and adults and remain inclusive to all needs?
	Review & revise
What has changed that needs to be thought about and controlled?

	General obstructions (equipment and other items) – risk of injuries to participants or leaders setting up, moving, or removing items.
	Young People
Volunteers
	Leaders and Young Leaders should oversee setting up any equipment used for the activity and moving to where it is needed, especially on uneven ground outdoors.
No one should carry larger or awkward items on their own.
Care to be taken to ensure equipment is safely moved at the end of the session. Keep any equipment in a safe location to avoid injuries.
	

	Rough materials – risk of splinters, papercuts or blisters from handling. Injuries from nails or staples in hands.

	Leaders should tell everyone to take care when collecting, cutting, using or moving equipment. 
Participants should wear appropriate gloves if required.
No one should carry larger or awkward items on their own.

	

	Uneven/slippery ground – risk of injuries to participants or leaders undertaking activity.
	Young People

	Close supervision of young people by adults. 
Relevant ratios to be met at all times. 
YP briefed on their individual responsibility to behave safely during activity and behaviour expectations prior to beginning activity (including method to control poor behaviour, raised voices etc. without needing to raise voice – e.g. raising hand in air to gain attention [quiet and stillness]). 
Leaders to monitor the activity area to remove hazards, advise on slippery/uneven surfaces and move activity location if unsafe.
YP advised to not run during activity and to observe their surroundings when moving around site. 
	

	Behaviour – risk of overexcitement, especially at the start and end of the activity.
	Young People
Volunteers
	Close supervision of young people by adults. 
Relevant ratios to be met at all times. 
YP briefed on their individual responsibility to behave safely during activity and behaviour expectations prior to beginning activity (including method to control poor behaviour, raised voices etc. without needing to raise voice – e.g. raising hand in air to gain attention [quiet and stillness]). 
Leaders running activity to limit unnecessary movement. If movement required, Leader to provide clear instructions to ensure safety of all involved. 
	

	Individual needs – exclusion, injury, distress
	Young People

	Adaptations made to the activity to ensure all can access. (e.g. ensure appropriate location of activity)
	

	Excessive raised voice – injury, vocal distress
	Young People
Volunteers
	Leaders running the activity advised to control their voices and limit unnecessary raised voice.
Hydration sources to be on hand for Leaders and YP to access.
YP to be advised of behaviour expectations prior to beginning activity (including method to control poor behaviour, raised voices etc. without needing to raise voice – e.g. raising hand in air to gain attention [quiet and stillness] 
Close supervision of YP by adults. 
	

	Extreme weather – hypothermia, injury, distress, additional medical complications
	Young People
Volunteers
	All attendees advised to bring and wear appropriate clothing and footwear for the weather, with explanation that activities will be undertaken outside.
Adults to monitor and supervise YP.
YP to be advised of behaviour expectations prior to beginning activity (including always keeping appropriate clothing on when outside). 
Leader in charge to make decision on whether activity is run outside, if weather conditions are extreme and put members at risk. If alternative required, follow contingency plans (complete trail and big games inside Lodge instead). 
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
