	Slips, Trips, and Falls
	All
	Ensure the work area is clear of debris and any spillages or excess bottles. Mark the area to identify any hazards and remind participants regularly to maintain a tidy workspace. Keep a clean and organized work environment.
	

	Injury from Sharp Edges
	All
	Ensure proper handling and disposal of broken plastic pieces by an adult.
Careful adult supervision at all times. 

	

	Structural Collapse
	All
	Use a stable foundation and secure stacking methods. Ensure that the base layer of bottles is solid, and reinforce layers as needed. Test the stability of the structure before allowing anyone inside. Careful adult supervision at all times. 
	

	Manual Handling Injuries (Lifting)
	All
	Use proper lifting techniques. Divide the task into manageable sections to avoid heavy lifting. Ensure teamwork to share the load when transporting or stacking the bottles. Careful adult supervision at all times. 
	

	Waste Disposal and Environmental Concerns
	All
	Set up proper disposal methods for broken or unused plastic bottles. Recycle any leftover materials according to local waste management rules. Careful adult supervision at all times. 
	

	Allergic Reactions or Sensitivities
	All
	Be mindful of any sensitivities and provide alternative materials or protective measures as needed. Careful adult supervision at all times. 
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
