	A hazard is something that may cause harm or damage.
The risk is the harm that may occur from the hazard.

	Controls are ways of making the activity safer by removing or reducing the risk.  
For example, you may use a different piece of equipment or you might change the way you do the activity.
	Keep checking throughout the activity in case you need to change what you’re doing or even stop the activity.

	Serving lead to remind all those serving to wash their hands prior to commencing serving food

	     

	Hot food & drinks – burns /scalds
	All 
	Cater to ensure hot food and drinks are not served a a temperature likely to burn or scald team members if spilled.
	     

	Trips/Falls as a result of tripping over tent pegs when leaving the serving tables
	All
	Cover the pegs with foam pipe lagging
