If activity records multiple/or a severe injury, Activity Lead to report this to the event team who will assess the activity and take appropriate action, following the event activity review and incident plans.
	     

	     Unauthorised/Unsupervised Use
Injury caused when equipment is used without appropriate supervision.

Equipment to be stored safely away from participants when not in use.
No equipment to be left accessible to participants without appropriate Activity Leaders present.
