What hazard have you identified?
What are the risks from it?
	Who is at risk?

How are the risks already controlled?
What extra controls are needed?
How will they be communicated to young people and adults and remain inclusive to all needs?
	Review & revise
What has changed that needs to be thought about and controlled?

	A hazard is something that may cause harm or damage.
The risk is the harm that may occur from the hazard.
	For example: young people,
adult volunteers, 
visitors
	Controls are ways of making the activity safer by removing or reducing the risk.  
For example, you may use a different piece of equipment or you might change the way you do the activity.
	Keep checking throughout the activity in case you need to change what you’re doing or even stop the activity.
This is a great place to add comments which will be used as part of the review.

	For example:
Hazard: fire
Risk: smoke inhalation or burns
	Leaders, vistors, Young Leaders, Scouts 
	Smoke: use dry wood, check wind direction, stand people out of smoke direction. 
Burns: stay a safe distance from fire, place extra wood on cafefully, teach Scouts good practice around fires, have a burns first aid kit easily available.

	Burns by fire & hot marshmallow
	All
	Gauntlets to be used when toasting if fire is too hot
Toasting Sticks to be used fully extended
Toasting to be instructed and supervised by leaders 
Participants warned of hot marshmallow & to wait before consumption
Fire positioned so access is controlled
Rules and risks of activity explained before Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs start.
Equipment kept to one side out of Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs way until needed.
Point out any specific rules and safety requirements before starting activity. 
Walking – Squirrels /  Beavers / Cubs informed no running / jumping etc. near fire 
Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs informed of clear boundary around fire area; 
Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs will not be using matches or fire lighting; 
Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs informed not to put anything in the fire; 
All Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs remain within sight of leaders; 
Ensure backwards cooking has a suitable ratio subject to age and other considerations of the groups of Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs – i.e. higher ratio for Squirrels than for Cubs 
Ensure not too many Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs around the same fire simultaneously 
Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs warned of heat of food when comes off fire – i.e. to prevent burning their mouths 
Ensure there is a bucket / bowl of water present 
Ensure Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs are advised to be careful with sticks – not to point towards anyone else (to avoid injury to others) and not to run with sticks; also reminded that metal sticks will also be extremely hot; 
Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs are warned that barrels and other metal objects will be hot 
Any Squirrels / Beavers / Cubs acting in a way that may pose risk to themselves or others are removed from the area as appropriate

Don‘t forget, as part of your programme planning, you should have contingency activities in reserve just in case you can’t do what was planned or you need to stop half way through. Make sure this is shared with those involved, so everyone knows how to respond. You should have risk assessed contingency activities prior to them taking place and communicated key informatioto those involved as with all activities.
